What Are The Other TOC Branches Up To? 
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Carrot Soup 
 

1 lg. onion, thinly sliced 
1/4 cup olive oil plus 1 Tb. (for later) 
3 large carrots, peeled and thinly sliced (2 1/2 cups) 
2 Tb ginger (about 1 chunky inch) divided 
2 cups chicken stock, unsalted (home-made is so  
    preferable) 
1/2 cup orange juice 
2 Tb. crystallized ginger 
1/2 tsp. salt 
1 Tb. maple syrup 
1 tsp. lemon juice 
 

In a large soup kettle, sauté the onions in the olive oil 
over medium hear until caramelized-about 8-10 
minutes. Add the carrots and 1 Tb. of the fresh ginger.  
Continue to sauté for a few minutes to coat the carrots 
with oil.  Add the stock and the other  Tb. of fresh 
ginger.  Bring to a boil and then reduce heat and 
simmer for 30 minutes until the carrots are soft.  Puree 
the soup in batches and return to the pan with the 
remaining Tb. of olive oil, the O.J., the crystallized 
ginger, salt, maple syrup and lemon juice.  Hear on low 
(don't boil).  Serve when ready. 
 
Prep. time: 20 minutes.  Cooling time: 45 minutes
